Weekly Encouragement  

In this Gospel, Jesus reminds us that entering the 

Kingdom of God is not about appearances, titles, or 

saying the right words—it is about a life of faith lived 

with humility, love, and perseverance. When some-

one asks Him, “Lord, will only a few people be 

saved?” Jesus turns the focus back on person-

al responsibility: “Strive to enter through the 

narrow gate.” 

The narrow gate is not easy. It requires prayer,  

discipline, forgiveness, and a willingness to follow 

Christ even when it is uncomfortable. Simply saying  

“I know Jesus” or “I was near Him” is not enough. 

What matters is whether our lives reflect His teach-

ing in our choices, actions, and relationships. 

Jesus also challenges us with a reversal: some who 

are last will be first, and some who are first will be 

last. This is a reminder not to take our faith for 

granted, but to live it daily, trusting that God’s mercy 

welcomes all who sincerely seek Him.

En este Evangelio, Jesús nos recuerda que entrar en el 

Reino de Dios no se trata de apariencias, títulos o de 

decir las palabras correctas, sino de vivir una vida de fe 

con humildad, amor y perseverancia. Cuando alguien le 

pregunta: “Señor, ¿serán pocos los que se salven?”, 

Jesús dirige la atención hacia la responsabilidad 

personal: “Esfuércense en entrar por la puerta  

estrecha.” 

La puerta estrecha no es fácil. Requiere oración, disci-

plina, perdón y la disposición de seguir a Cristo aun cu-

ando sea incómodo. Simplemente decir “Conozco a 

Jesús” o “Estuve cerca de Él” no es suficiente. Lo que 

realmente importa es si nuestra vida refleja su ense-

ñanza en nuestras decisiones, acciones y relaciones. 

Jesús también nos reta con una inversión de valores: 

algunos de los últimos serán los primeros, y algunos de 

los primeros serán los últimos. Esto nos recuerda que no 

debemos dar nuestra fe por sentada, sino vivirla día a 

día, confiando en que la misericordia de Dios acoge a 

todos los que lo buscan sinceramente.
